Preface
Which Consists of a Succinct Summary
Of All That Has Gone Before
As Well as a Daring Literary Adventure
Embarked Upon for the Benefit
Of the Loyal ReaderHaving, on the occasion of introducing the previous volume of this history, said allthat needs to be said concerning the wisdom, or, rather, the lack of wisdom, ofdividing a story into sections, we do not feel the need to repeat ourselves. That is, allof those who have read the previous volume understand our objections to makingsuch necessarily arbitrary breaks in what was meant to be a single, unified text; andthose who have not read the previous volumes will, without our having to sayanything, quickly come to understand. However, in the course of preparing this
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summary, we came to the decision to do something that, so far as we know, hasnever been done in the history of letters--a daring step that we have chosen to takeout of a sense of duty to the reader.
Instead of confining these few pages to an explication of the events which arealready known to those of our readers who have done us the courtesy of remainingwith us throughout the several volumes of this history, we have chosen to break withan iron-bound tradition for such summaries, and include, toward the end of thissection, new information--that is to say, information which will be of value to allreaders.
It is possible that we will come under attack for such a departure from traditionfrom our brothers in letters, as well as those who feed upon literature in the sameway as certain insects feed upon deceased animals; but in our desire to be of serviceto the reader, we are willing and even happy to brave these attacks.
That noted, we will at once pass on to explain, as laconically as possible, thecircumstances at the beginning of this volume of our history, and how thosecircumstances developed.
We have been following, first of all, two Dragonlords: Morrolan and Kâna. Thelatter of these has been attempting to expand his own holdings until they become, ineffect, the Empire re-created. He achieved significant success, having started hisprojects around the fiftieth year after Adron's Disaster, so that, by the time twohundreds of years had passed, nearly half of the area that was once the Empire waseither under his control or threatened by his forces.
The other, Morrolan, the Count of Southmoor, had been raised in the East inignorance, not only of his heritage, but, indeed, even of his race. Early in our history,we saw how he migrated from the East along with several hundreds of practitionersof the Eastern heathen magical arts. He journied to Dzur Mountain under theimpression that he was owed tribute, Dzur Mountain being part of his ancestralholdings. He received an immensely powerful artifact from the Enchantress, thoughwe are inclined to believe this was less in the nature of tribute than it was a gift offriendship, or perhaps the product of inspired foresight on the part of the enigmaticSethra.
Another figure whom we have been following with great attention is, in fact,Sethra Lavode herself, the Enchantress of Dzur Mountain. Seeing that the truePhoenix Heir, Zerika, had reached a sufficient age, Sethra revealed to this worthyZerika's true name and destiny, and sent her, with the Viscount of Adrilankha, ourold friend Tazendra, and a few others to the Paths of the Dead, where she managedto convince the Lords of Judgment to give her the Orb. She emerged from the Hallsof Judgment, and so the Interregnum came to an end. This, the reader shouldunderstand, led directly to the Battle of Dzur Mountain, as this battle was, above allelse, Kâna's attempt to take the Orb by force. He concentrated his two armies,together numbering over seventy thousand strong, on Dzur Mountain, which heknew was Zerika's destination. The attempt was defeated, largely thanks toMorrolan, as well as to assistance sent by Sethra Lavode, and a necromantic demon
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sent by the Lords of Judgment.
We should add that, after the battle, Morrolan caused to be built a floating castle,as was a tradition among his family, which had often lived in such structures beforethe Interregnum, either because of the ease of defending such a place, or else simplybecause they were able to.
With Kâna's army defeated and in retreat, Zerika marched from Dzur Mountain toAdrilankha and began construction of the Imperial Palace, unaware that the Pretenderhad other schemes working in case the military attack had failed. In particular, Grita,the daughter of our friends' old enemy, has offered her services to Kâna in exchangefor help in achieving vengeance against Khaavren, Aerich, Pel, and Tazendra. Shehas been of no small help to the Pretender, in particular succeeding in finding Illista,an exiled Phoenix who has long nursed a hatred of our friends, and who, like Grita,is happy to assist Kâna in exchange for securing her revenge.
We have mentioned Piro, the Viscount of Adrilankha. It is also important for thereader to understand that he has fallen in love with the Dzurlord Ibronka, onlydaughter of Her Highness Sennya, the Dzur Heir. Khaavren, for his part, wasoutraged at Piro's wishes to marry outside of his House, and, after harsh wordsbetween them, Piro, Ibronka, and their friends, including the remnants of a certainband of brigands who had first been enemies and after soldiers of Her Majesty, haveset up as highwaymen in a region some hundred miles northwest of Dzur Mountain.
With the reader's permission, we feel that, as we promised above, this is a goodtime to present new information: to wit, a general picture of what was occurring inthe Empire during this crucial period, that is to say, what is usually considered theinitial year of Zerika's Reign.
The reader should, first of all, understand that a confederation as strong and aslarge as that created by Kâna and Habil would not simply dissolve as the result of amilitary defeat or two. Though severely damaged, like a wounded toe-lizard, itthrashed around a bit, pulled its head in, retreated, hissed, and survived. By the timeseveral months had passed, Kâna had pulled back so that he could reasonably claimto exercise his influence over the western third of the Empire, with the exception ofthe Fingers, which, except for its few ports, was of little importance anyway.Additionally, certain pockets above the Great Sea of Amorphia claimed allegiance tothe Pretender, but this is generally considered to be a fluke, caused by age-oldresentment against a previous Phoenix Emperor who took mining rights from variousof the counts of the district.
While the geographical regions of support for the two supposed Emperors areclearly identifiable, the breakdown among the various strata of society is less clear.Zerika's support was strongest among the Lyorn, Tiassa, and Hawk nobles, astatistic that would seem irrational, as these Houses stood to gain the Orb soonerwith a Dragon on the throne. Yet Lyorns have always held that the Orb was sacred,and, in such questions, the Tiassas have more often than not followed the Lyorns'lead. As for the Hawklords, many of them had interest in some of the iron-richregions of the Southeast, and, as most of the smelters were near the Shallow

Sea--that is to say, a region firmly under Zerika's control--they hesitated to offendher.
The House of the Dragon was, as the reader might expect, split, primarilyaccording to family ties of those serving in the various armies, and secondarilyaccording to other interests; but for the most part, they tended to support Kâna,because he was, after all, a Dragon himself. Most of the Dzurlords also sided withthe Pretender, because so many of their holdings were near the Grand Canal anddependent upon it, and nearly the entire length of the Canal ran through the regionfirmly under his control.
We should note here that, as the reader may observe, it is, in fact, the influence ofcommerce, trade, and the practical considerations of day-to-day life that tended toexert the most influence on the loyalties and allegiances of the Houses, nothigh-sounding considerations of ideals, such as is believed by historians of theromantic school. Yet, to give credit to those historians, it is often those individualswho form exceptions to these tendencies who exert the most influence on the courseof history, and are, in any case, the most pleasurable to study.
But to continue: Additional support for Zerika came from the Iorich, becausemost of them tend to live in cities, and, as a general rule, her support was strongeramong those whose income depended upon the sort of manufacturing that wastransported by sea, whereas Kâna had considerable sympathy among those whodepended upon overland transportation, such as the Athyra (many of whom hadlogging interests in the region to the west of the Pushta) as well as the Chreotha andVallista. Of the Orca, those involved directly in shipping firmly backed Zerika, whocontrolled the most important seaports (not the least of which was proud Adrilankhaherself), but the rest--which is to say, the majority--favored Kâna for the samereason as the Chreotha and Vallista: because he controlled so much of the interiortransportation.
In many ways, transportation, as the reader may see, was a key issue; at least, itseemed so to Her Majesty. She was never ashamed to say, later, that she had studiedmany of the improvements instituted by the Pretender and had learned from them.She immediately implemented and extended his system of posts, which included thedelivery of mails and use of post horses by any peer, as well as those on Imperialbusiness. While this was not tremendously successful as a means of garneringsupport among the more recalcitrant nobles, it quickly turned into a more generalsystem for the delivery of mail, until we have the liberal, inexpensive, and efficientsystem that we enjoy to-day.
One of the more daring (and controversial) decisions of Zerika's early reign wasthat, while she maintained the army, she did not increase it, instead devoting whatfunds she was able to garner from those nobles who pledged loyalty to her asindividuals (decisions on approval by the Houses and the Council of Princes stillbeing some years in the future) to the improvement of roadways, hoping to lure inthis fashion more of the merchants.
By the time fourteen or fifteen months had expired, this support was still not
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especially noticeable. Everyone knew that Kâna was still formidable. To be sure,Zerika had received a pledge of support--that is to say, a promise of futurerecognition--from the the House of the Tiassa, but none of the others (except,naturally, the House of the Phoenix, which consisted of Zerika herself) had yet evengone that far, all of them preferring an attitude of waiting to see how matters wouldplay out after the inevitable clash.
This was insufficient for Zerika, who continued negotiating with the Heirs and theDelegates, and making such decrees as she thought would win them over. Whilethese maneuvers were not met with a great deal of success, it is certainly the casethat none of the Houses ever gave serious consideration to recognizing Kâna fromthe moment Zerika arrived in Adrilankha.
She also, we should add, entered into negotiations with Elde and Greenaere, aswell as with certain of the Eastern kingdoms. And, while she wished to send anenvoy to the Queen of Landsight, she did not, at this time, have access to a ship thatwas able to make this journey. These negotiations produced two results: The King ofGreenaere did, indeed, officially recognize her as Empress, and an envoy arrivedfrom one of the Eastern kingdoms, asking for (and receiving) certain guarantiesabout the safety of those from that kingdom who had emigrated to Adrilankha duringthe Interregnum. While this kingdom did not, during this period, actually recognizeZerika as Empress, this was due primarily to the length of time required formessengers to go back and forth from the East--teleportation not being possible forEasterners, and there being no human who knew the Eastern lands well enough tomake the attempt.
Other than this, much of Her Majesty's time was, as we have indicated earlier,devoted to planning for the new Imperial Palace. The chief architect was the VallistaBaron Fernbrook, who, though old, being over twenty-one hundred years of age,nevertheless retained all of his wits and most of his memories. In addition,representatives of each House were consulted, so that Zerika could give somemeasure of control to each of the Houses as to its own Wing. It is significant thateven the Teckla received such an invitation, although through their representativethey delegated all such matters to a Vallista named Sandlewood.
The ground was broken on the new Imperial Palace at a ceremony held on thefirst day of summer: the fifth day of the month of the Hawk.
During the subsequent months, proud Adrilankha came to life once more. Thegrain exchange and the silver exchange were cleaned, refurbished, and officiallyopened. Several banking institutions were either begun or re-emerged from a longquietus. In a particularly daring and successful move, the Empress announced thatthe Empire would once more accept the filing of protection from debts. This wasdaring because, in fact, the Empire had nothing like the resources to carry this out onany sort of scale. But Zerika believed, and, in the end, was proven correct, that thisannouncement would give sufficient boost to businesses that it would not, in fact,ever be used. Moreover, it gave the impression of a return to a normally functioningEmpire.
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The slaughterhouses in South Adrilankha began to work once more, mostly usingthe labor of the Easterners who had settled there during the Interregnum, as kethnaand cattle were driven in from the north. This was good news to everyone exceptthose toward whom the winds blew from these slaughterhouses. Another effect thishad was that more Easterners, who had been living to the north and east of the cityand barely surviving as free farmers, gave up their nearly worthless plots and movedinto South Adrilankha to work in these slaughterhouses. Although this concentrationof Easterners (and, indeed, many human Teckla) would eventually lead to socialunrest, this would not occur for hundreds of years, and so is beyond the scope ofour history.
As a sort of footnote, we should add that certain aristocrats, including theDzurlord Shant, whose holdings were north of the city, lost some number of Tecklato the employment available in South Adrilankha, which proves that, contrary toclaims of those who operated the slaughterhouses, some Teckla did leave the land towhich they were legally bound. This was followed up in a few cases, but the infantDragaeran police force was mostly unable to cope with anything in SouthAdrilankha.
This, then, is the general state of the Empire. As we open this chapter of ourhistory, our friends are not yet aware of Kâna's continuing machinations against theOrb.

As for theDalcalda family, there is even less mystery: his sister, the eldest, was drowned whenthe Heartshope was lost at sea with all hands; another brother had said all of his lifethat he had no interest in government, or the exercise of power, but wished insteadto follow his vocation as a natural philosopher, for which reason, as expected, heswore his Oath of Renunciation at the age of two hundred and took ship toGreenaere, where he and several companions embarked on a course of categorizingand comparing the indigenous plant life along the coast; the author has no doubt thatit will not be long before an interesting monograph appears in Elde's library, and wecan only hope a copy is sent to the Imperial library as well. This left only onebrother, who was disqualified for the simple reason that he was younger thenCorthina. For this reason, then, upon the eventual death of Queen Legranthë,Corthina became one of the three or four leading contenders for the throne in themost natural way; and he took the throne upon the disappearance of the other
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claimants during the two weeks that followed the Queen's death. (The exact reasonfor the disappearance we cannot know for certain, as His Majesty Corthina decidedthat public funds ought not be squandered in an investigation into the causes.)

«^»It was very nearly the sixth hour after noon when Her Majesty, with no ceremonywhatsoever, took the pen she held in her hand and flung it across the room so that itstruck the opposite wall, leaving a black stain to mark its point of impact. Sheaccompanied this action with a soft curse barely vocalized, and an exhalation ofbreath in the form of a sigh.
Insofar as they understood, matters were coming together splendidly for Kânaand his cousin Habil until Her Majesty's pen struck the wall of the chamber inWhitecrest Manor that was reserved for Imperial use.
The reader might wonder how there can be a relationship between the schemesand plans of Kâna and the action of Her Majesty. Lord Brimford--that is to say, the Warlock--was rarely seen around WhitecrestManor, which is a tribute to his abilities if nothing else is, although, to be sure, fromtime to time the muddy prints of a dog had to be cleaned up in the hallway outside ofZerika's apartment.
The reader must also understand that the Empress had, for the last year, beenengaged, without a break, in a sort of work that was particularly irksome to her, as itrequired cajoling of persons and shuffling of papers, and as, moreover, she wasn'tused to it. To judge by the color of the Orb, she spent most of her day in a state ofconstant annoyance, with occasional moments of melancholy.

The plans for the invasion by the islanders was progressing, a means hadbeen found to neutralize the Necromancer (and, even more important, the Orb), astratagem had been found that would render useless the foul Eastern magic that hadbeen so effectually employed against them, and, now, the necessary break had beenmade between Her Majesty and Khaavren. All was going well, as far as they knew.
And, even had they somehow been able to observe Her Majesty at the criticalmoment, they would not have been able to guess that her precipitate action mightthreaten their carefully laid schemes--that, indeed, this simple action, by itself,provided the knife that would cut the snarls and knots of the intricate tapestry theyhad woven.
And the beginning of this unraveling, that is the first loosening of joints thatpermitted a seepage of water into the carefully constructed vessel (if the reader willpermit us to mix metaphors in mid-stream before the tapestry is even hung), wasaccompanied by the harsh metallic sound caused by the pen striking the wall at thesixth hour after noon.
The pen had begun life some forty years ago as one of the interior wing feathersof a stunted lichbird, or that kind which is called a wader in some part of the Empire.The owner of this feather was a young boy who sometimes cut purses on LowerKieron Road, sometimes begged on the Twisty Way, and sometimes ran errands for
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Lessor & Daughters, Bronze- and Tin-smiths, on Cliffside Street. He had found thefeather, discarded, from the pluckings of the bird, which had been intended for ameal served by a local wine-merchant, and at once recognized its usefulness,wherefore he solemnly presented it to Lessor, who, with equal solemnity, presentedhim with a bright copper penny.
Lessor also recognized the perfect splendor of this feather, and at once took itback into his shop, where he made a pen of it, had it covered in bronze, and thenprominently displayed it, with a small plaque indicating its price. There it remainedfor many years, along with whistles, touch-it glass housings, knockers, and othersamples of his wares. When the Empress entered the city, in a rare burst of loyalty,he inscribed upon it, "To Her Majesty, From Her Devoted Servant Lessor &Daughters, Number 4 Cliffside Street, Adrilankha," and had it sent to her, for whichhe received a polite note written by one of Her Majesty's scriveners.
It was, to be sure, an eminently successful pen, rarely splotching, fitting herfingers splendidly, and capable of holding sufficient ink for nearly a full line of HerMajesty's fine, elegant hand. Indeed, Zerika's decision to throw the pen across theroom as if it were a dart and the wall an enemy had nothing whatever to do with thecharacteristics of the pen itself, but, rather, with the amount of time she had spentusing it, which was, in her Imperial opinion, far too much of late.
The construction of the Palace had begun, and, indeed, progressed to the pointwhere she expected to be able to live and work there within only a few years, butthere was still a great deal left to decide upon it, and she was frequently interruptedby designers and architects who would ply her with questions that they could nottake it upon their heads to answer. It seemed that a hundred emissaries a daywould enter, to be bullied, cajoled, or entertained; and a thousand letters had to bewritten, many of them signed with her own hand--that is to say, her own pen.Indeed, it seemed to her that she had been working, without a pause, for somethinglike a hundred years, although a hundred days was, in fact, closer to the mark.
But, for whatever reason, or combination of reasons, Zerika, on that day, at thathour, came to the realization that she could no longer concentrate on her work; thatshe (as does everyone, whether engaged in physical labor, mental calculation, oremotional turmoil) needed to rest herself. This may appear to be a small matter--anaccident, no more; yet, what is history except the arrangement of accidents,combined with the activity of human will operating on those accidents? To put itanother way, one might say that man, who sets out to make history according to hiswishes (although, to be sure, he is usually unaware that he is doing so) mustperpetually weave his way in and out of happenstance and chance incidents; somefar-reaching in their effect, some so trivial as to be lost, receding in the ocean ofevents before their occurrence, like a speck of sand upon the beach, can even benoted.

Chapter the Seventy-Fourth
How the Entertainment at
Castle Black Took Place
«^»It was on a Skyday in the winter of the first year of the reign of the Empress Zerikathe Fourth that Morrolan opened the doors of Castle Black. Lady Teldra was thereto greet the guests, who included, among others, Sethra Lavode, Sethra theYounger, the Sorceress in Green, the Necromancer, Viscount Lászlo of Brimford(that is, the Warlock), Khaavren, Aerich, Tazendra, and three score or so of noblesof various Houses, mostly Dragon, who were either teleported in by Morrolanhimself, who had fairly mastered the art, or were levitated up to the courtyard afterarriving below it by some other means.

«^»Mistyvale County--that is to say, the Mistyvale County between Adrilankha and theShallow Sea, as opposed to one of the other three--took its name less from any
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romantic notions engendered by this name (though no doubt the name is, indeed,tolerably romantic) than from simple observation. It is one of the handful of countiesnestled between Southmoor and Bra-Moor, south of the Collier Hills, andtwenty-five or thirty leagues west and north of Aerich's home of Brachington'sMoor. The entire region is hills and valleys, with the Adrilankha River cutting throughthem like an orange ribbon; most of the hills being grass-covered, but some showingonly bare rock. The hills and valleys are all modest, even compared to the CollierHills, but, perhaps because of the ubiquitous river, or perhaps because of somestrange effect generated by its hills, the valleys are filled with a thick carpet of fognearly every morning. Perhaps the most striking effect of this fog is that the districthas nearly as many stories about it as the Kanefthali Mountains or the desert ofSuntra; indeed, Dewers's famous Tales of the Landlocked Harbor are set there, andmany of the landmarks referred to in his tales of supernatural wonder are in fact real(although, to be sure, the events he described seem to come from his own fertileimagination).
Numerous roads crisscross Mistyvale County: from Riverwall to Steps, fromBrambles to Crossway, from Nacine to Gridley, from Hillcrest to Ripples, fromLottstown to Gorge. Moreover, these roads have not been carefully named; to besure there is the Gridley Road, and the Lottstown Road, but there are three distinctroads called Hillcrest Pike and two that are known generally as the Brambles Road,so traveling in the region was problematical for a stranger, especially since theDisaster, as the various signs and markers had fallen apart and not been repaired;yet, even during the height of the Interregnum these roads had been used, as therecontinued to be a certain amount of trade in coal and ore even with the refinerieslong closed and abandoned.
Inns and taverns were built, flourished, and died with a brutal regularity alongthese roads, the average lifespan before the Disaster being only a few hundred years,and during the Interregnum perhaps a few score. Of course, there were exceptions:the Feathers, in Brambles, has been in existence for at least six thousands of years,and the Pins, between Crossway and Hillcrest, has been in existence for so long thatthis historian cannot learn its origins (and does not care to accept the word of itspresent owners). Another exception, to be found on the Hillcrest Pike not far fromDeepwell, is the Deepwell Inn, which claims its date of origin as the FifteenthTsalmoth Reign--certainly long enough ago to be respectable by any standards.
The Deepwell was a narrow, two-story building--indeed, it had been built to havethree stories, but it had been constructed so well, of stone reinforced with ironbraces driven into the stone, that, over the millennia, it sank into the ground ratherthan falling apart, and several hundreds of years ago the owners had been obliged totear out the bed-rooms and create a jug-room from them. As a result, it had oneupper story of bed-rooms to let; the main floor which held the jug-room; kitchen,pantry, and storage below; and additional storage yet further below, in what hadbeen the original basement and wine-cellar. The main floor had two windows lookingout from the jug-room, one looking west and the other north, and two doors, oneopening to the west and the other to the east. In addition, it had a third door, which
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opened from the kitchen, below the ground, and into a tunnel that went south andemerged in the stables.
According to what sources we can find, the Deepwell had been a welcominghome to highwaymen since its erection, and no matter how many times its ownerwas taken by the Count, or occasionally the Duke (Mistyvale had been part ofArylle, Luatha, and even Hampers at various times), and fined, imprisoned, or evenstarred for aiding road agents, the new owner would continue the practice withoutthe least hesitation. The dome itself had beenbuilt with the castle, but Tazendra had replaced it with one with alternate triangularsections of colored glass, so that red, blue, green, and yellow shone down on thefloor during daylight. Moreover, she had hung upon the walls samples of her ownartwork--most them oils or pastels on tapestry--some renderings of Tazendra'sancestors (in many cases of which resemblances to our Dzur friend could be seen,especially in the wide forehead and the arch of the eyebrows), others depicting suchscenes as a dzur fighting a dragon, a tiassa about to land on the back of a darr, aman armed only with a poniard fighting a bear.
These depictions were, we should say, violent, yet they had also a certain graceto them, as if the artist strove less to show the violence of the encounter than theennobling aspects of the straggle. For while many artists--and viewers of art--mayenjoy only the prurient aspects of works that show us violent activity, it isnevertheless the case that it is in moments of violence, of danger, of the greatestthreat to life, that human character can become its most base, or its most sublime.As to why the artist may focus on these matters, this is revealed, in painting, by theuse of light, shading, emphasis, and texturing; and the sympathetic viewer will, evenif unaware of these things, nevertheless find himself moved by them. Certainly,Aerich was not unmoved, the more-so as he had a nervous, sensitive nature, and had
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been, himself, in mortal danger frequently enough to understand something of thefeelings engendered by such extremities, although we must say that to our Lyornsuch events were occasioned only by a strict sense of duty and obligation, and somany of the loftier, more ennobling, or, if we may, more Dzur-like facets of strugglewere an enigma to him.
But then, to the left, it is exactly here that art may play its most vital rôle: byopening the heart and mind to feelings, the particular expressions of feelings, ofwhich it had been otherwise unaware. Indeed, the fact that the same work of artmight touch the heart of beings as disparate as a Teckla and a Phoenix, or a Serioliand an Easterner, is, more than anything else, the proof both of the value of thatwork in particular, and of art in general.
And what greater proof of the power of art can exist than that these reflectionsare caused by the work of Tazendra, whose personality, as the reader must by nowbe aware, is defined by violent activity, strong passions, and a certain lack ofsensitivity which must almost inevitably characterize someone who can, with swordand staff, make herself as feared as our Dzurlord?
Another aspect of the Great Hall which impressed itself on Aerich's mind wasthat there was, by Tazendra's design, no place in it to sit. To be sure, she wished allof her guests to see, admire, and be moved by the grandeur of the hall, but forconversation, she preferred a more comfortable and intimate setting, which sheassured herself would happen by making certain that anyone wishing to engage indiscourse with her for any length of time would have to find another place in thecastle in which to do so.
Aerich, after a moment's study, passed on, and began a general tour of the castle,looking for Tazendra, or Mica, or Srahi, or, indeed, anyone else he knew. In fact, hesaw no one except the Teckla he had earlier encountered, and who made a point ofkeeping out of his way.
After assuring himself that Tazendra was not there, Aerich went back through thecastle, all sixty-one rooms of it, a second time, on this occasion studying each room,each corner, each closet, each drawer, looking for something that might give him anidea of where she might be, or what might have happened to her.
It was, we should add, a mark of how serious Aerich considered the matter thathe submitted to the need for this sort of intrusion. This careful, detailed inspectiontook him into the next day. When he was finally overcome with weariness, he sleptfor a while in one of Tazendra's guest rooms, then continued his work. He ate threetimes from the supplies Fawnd had packed for him, and was also required to stop afew times to care for his horse. Eventually, however, he had inspected the entirecastle.
After finishing this survey, conducted with a care that Khaavren would haveapproved, he returned to a small room where Tazendra had been accustomed tocarry out the business of her barony--a room little used at the best of times, asTazendra's custom was to let things go as they would until some event forced her topay attention to the normally dreary responsibilities of her position.
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In this room there were two large maps: one of them showing her barony in greatdetail, and the other a map of the Empire drawn during the Seventeenth Cycle. Whathad caught Aerich's eye was a tiny red dot on the map of the Empire. It wassignificant for the simple reason that it was the only mark that had been added toeither of the maps. Returning to this room, Aerich studied the maps once more, thenopened up drawers of Tazendra's secretary until he located where she kept her othermaps, of which she had a good supply, most of them drawn on paper, but some onleather, and one or two on cloth. We know well enough that she isinvolved with the Pretender, who is probably even now preparing his attack on theEmpire. So then, Grita has taken Tazendra. The question remains: What to do aboutit? She has, almost certainly, prepared for all of the most obvious means of attack,and prepared even more for the subtle ones."
He sat behind Tazendra's secretary, staring at the map of the Empire, andreflected for some time. After completing his reflections, he walked out of the nowdeserted castle (at least, he had seen no sign of the Teckla for some time), saddledand mounted his horse, and began riding west.

«^»Thirteen or fourteen months had passed after Khaavren spoke with his son: monthsthat included great and sweeping changes in all of the cities, especially in Adrilankha,which changes gradually slowed down and diminished as one got further away fromthe great centers of commerce. In many ways, the nearly two years between Zerika'sappearance with the Orb and the Battle of Adrilankha saw more changes morequickly than had ever occurred before, or ever would again.

But if aficionados of military history areunaware of this, we can be grateful that Sethra Lavode, for one, was not, and it was,without fail, a quality she looked for in staff officers: Kiraamoni arranged forsupplies, manpower, and subsidiary design work with such a cool efficiency thatwithin three hours of receiving her instructions, wagons had been gathered, horses
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rounded up, shovels, hammers, nails, and lumber requisitioned, plans laid, and thewagonloads of supplies were rolling briskly to the points designated, whileconstruction battalions, shovels in hand, were beginning to work.
The three roads that Sethra considered the most likely to face attack were the OldWest Road (also called the Hartre Pike), Lower Kieron Road, and the NorthgateFerry Way. Along each of these roads, within the astonishing time of fifty-two hoursfrom when the order was given by the Warlord, there appeared two small, low,wooden, but perfectly serviceable fortresses. «^»The opening of the Battle of Adrilankha went very much according to plan--that isto say, Kâna's plan. The Warlord was very accommodating: she permitted her spearphalanxes to be driven back, and very nearly permitted her forward units to beoutflanked before ordering a fighting retreat toward the fortifications--this samething occurring, be it understood, on both the Hartre Pike and on Lower KieronRoad. Chapter the Ninety-Fourth
How the Battle of Adrilankha
Was Proceeding up to This Point
«^»In order to understand subsequent developments, it is now necessary for the authorto make a brief survey of how matters stood, over-all, in that bloody and significantmilitary engagement that became known afterwards as the Battle of Adrilankha. Wemust say that, as matters now stood (it being very nearly the hour of noon inAdrilankha), the death of Tsanaali and the failure of his mission, though certainly asevere blow to Kâna, was the only notable setback he had faced hitherto.
The Warlock made continual efforts to use his abilities to summon from thejungles west of town various beasts (of which, just as to-day, there is no shortage) tofall upon the enemy, but thanks to the intervention of the god known as Tri'nagore,he could achieve no results. Yet he remained at his post, sitting behind the commandtent within the fortress on the Hartre Pike, ignoring the sounds of mayhem and thefeverish activity all around him, and did not falter in his attempts.
As near as we can determine, it was at this moment that the gods first becameaware of the rôle played by this renegade deity, and at once launched upon a furiousdebate as to the best way to counter it. We shall not take up the reader's time withthis debate, as, in fact, it continued for some hours or days or perhaps weeks (it is,as the reader may recall, difficult to understand the flow of time in the Halls ofJudgment) past when the matter had become moot. In other words, as is so often thecase with immensely powerful individuals weighed down by the sense of their ownresponsibility, they did nothing but confer until the time for action was well past.
On Lower Kieron Road and on the Hartre Pike, the Imperial forces, while able to
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hold their positions, were not having an easy time of it. We are forced to admit thatboth of Kâna's young generals, Brawre and Izak, were proving their abilities astacticians: Having the initiative, both of them, but most especially Izak, used thepieces of their game with undeniable skill--sending pikemen against cavalry, cavalryagainst spear phalanxes, spear phalanxes against infantry, infantry regiments againstjavelin throwers, and javelin throwers against pikemen. Sethra the Younger, weshould add, displayed no small skill herself in this game of matching regiment againstregiment, but, as she was on the defensive, it was more difficult for her to break offa particular skirmish to substitute a particular unit. Indeed, on the Hartre Pike inparticular, it has been asserted by several officers that, were it not for the constantand well-aimed barrage of javelins from the two forts, as well as the well-placedobstructions on the road, there would unquestionably have been a breakthrough.
Sethra the Younger's difficulties were increased by the fact that Adrilankha is notsurrounded by a wall such as existed in the old Dragaera City: while those two roadswere the sites of the most intense combat, nevertheless she could never forget thatthe enemy was capable of sending units to either side in order to come into the cityfrom some small roadway or side-street and thus striking the defenders from therear, or making an assault on Whitecrest Manor itself. As much as she could, sheused her scarce cavalry regiments to defend against this possibility, but at times shewould receive reports of such an attempt being made, find she had no cavalry tosend, and so would have to quickly call up another unit to meet the threat. At times,the threat would turn out not to be real, having been either an error on the part ofsome scout, or a feint from one of the enemy generals (how often each of thesehappened is still debated by military historians), but this added to her difficulties.
Another factor that caused "the command headache" for Sethra the Younger wasthe corps of adepts. Although it is demonstrably untrue, in spite of the remarks ofcertain historians, that Sethra Lavode had counted on the adepts for all of hercommunication, it is nevertheless the case that, when sorcerous communicationbecame "inoperative" (as the Sorceress in Green expressed it), a certain confusionand delay was involved in returning to the system of errand-runners--a confusionand delay that had no effect on Kâna's forces, as they had never counted on anyother means of communication.
As it was, the defenders held fast through the first hour after noon, thoughafterwards there was no shortage of veteran soldiers to assert that it had been amongthe most difficult of battles in which they had ever been engaged, a report that isconfirmed by not only the number of casualties, but, even more, by the number ofdeaths that occurred when wounded soldiers were trampled by those on both sidesfighting over the same ground. In some places, it has been said, entire units foughton a carpet of bodies, their feet never actually touching the road. Whether this isliterally true or an exaggeration, it nevertheless gives an idea of the intensity of thecombat for the main entrances to the city. It is said that the bloodstains on the HartrePike, especially in the "Brutal Curve" below the fort, could still be seen half a yearafter the battle.
The bridges over the Adrilankha River presented a different sort of problem.
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While, thanks to Khaavren's explanation, the defenders had prepared themselves tohold these bridges, the plan to destroy them had to be abandoned when sorceryfailed. While this was certainly to the advantage of the citizens of proud Adrilankhaafter the battle, at the time it was a source of considerable vexation to Berigner, whowas in charge of these defenses. The problem became worse when Berigner himselfwas wounded by a magnificently thrown javelin, that had to fly very nearly the lengthof the Iron Bridge in order to find him, striking him in the upper chest and laying himout on the ground. He had to be brought to the field hospital that had beenestablished in Round Park, and was thus out of the battle.
Command devolved on a certain Taasra, who at once sent a message to Sethrathe Younger (although she thought she was sending it to Sethra Lavode) explainingthe perilous situation on that bridge, as well as passing on reports she had receivedof heavy fighting on the Two Pennies Bridge, farther upriver. Upon receiving thesemessages, Sethra the Younger made the courageous decision to move the remainderof the force excepting only a token regiment away from Northgate Road (which hadstill not sustained an attack) to reinforce the bridges.
In the end, the defense of the bridges was successful for several reasons: First,the defense of a bridge, more than nearly any other tactical situation, gives all of theadvantages to the defenders, owing to the relatively narrow space in which thecombat occured. Next, because of Beringer's skillful placement of his defendingunits, augmented by Taasra's continuing efforts (Taasra afterwards received aImperial barony for her efforts).
The third factor was Daro, the Countess of Whitecrest, who left her manor in thefourteenth hour of the morning and spent the day riding from bridge to bridge. Manyof the defenders of these bridges have mentioned, in letters and memoirs, seeing herand being inspired by her stern countenance, her exhortations; and her merepresence (although, to be sure, many of these refer to her as a Lyorn, there can beno question of who was meant). At one point, she herself led a countercharge of apike regiment over the Iron Bridge against a spear phalanx (or something very like it)of determined Islanders. The reader who is unfamiliar with infantry tactics should bethe more impressed as it is not in the nature of pikemen to charge; yet the Countesspicked the first regiment she saw and went forward. In this attack, Daro sustained aminor wound on her left hand, but not only was the charge successful, her exampledid so much to inspire the defenders and depress the spirits of the attackers that forthe rest of the day, that bridge was never seriously threatened.
In short, as we have had the honor to say, the bridges were held. The damage toSouth Adrilankha committed by the Islanders (most of it, to be sure, being doneduring their retreat) has never been accurately stated, but is certainly less than whatwould have been done had they successfully crossed the bridges and establishedthemselves. To say the least, any questions about the loyalty of the Countess'sfamily that might have remained after the Whitecrest Uprising were on this day put torest for-ever.
The Warlord herself, after turning command of the battle over to Sethra the
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Younger, was concerned, above all, with the location of the Jenoine which she wasconvinced had appeared on the world. For this reason, she had called to herself theNecromancer, who, being found, reported to her promptly.
"Well?" said Sethra.
The Necromancer bowed.
"Are you aware," said Sethra, "that a Jenoine has gained access to our world?"
"Partial access," corrected the Necromancer.
"How, partial?"
"It has not fully manifested. It has an opening sufficient to attack the Orb, and isattempting, by doing so, to make an opening to manifest fully."

Chapter the Ninety-Fifth
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How Morrolan Battled a God
«^»When we last saw Morrolan, he was slowly advancing through a deserted streetupon an icon of Tri'nagore. In the street were the bodies of those he had cut down,and around him were others of their band, fleeing with the sort of terror that can onlybe inspired by such a weapon as that wielded by Morrolan.
He did not hesitate for an instant. The thought of following those who attemptedto escape did not so much as cross his mind. Instead he went directly to the iconthat occupied a place of honor in the center of the village and spat upon it. Then,sheathing his sword and unbuttoning his breeches, he made certain, in a way thatwas as old as Eastern tradition itself, that no man or god could have the least doubtabout his feelings toward Tri'nagore. While we must beg the reader's pardon forintroducing this sort of crudeness, we must insist that, not only is it the case thatMorrolan performed the act to which we have alluded, but, as we have indicated, thisis the sort of defilement in which the crass Easterner is wont to indulge whendetermined to insult a god. «^»It was shortly after the hour of noon, on the third day of the Month of the Jhegaala inthe second year of the Reign of Her Majesty Zerika the Fourth.
In Adrilankha there was battle on two of the roads and four of the bridges, wheresoldiers clashed, screamed, fought, and died. And this moment was sufficient to decide the battle. Chapter the Ninety-Eighth
How the Battle of Adrilankha Ended,
And Khaavren Received an Order
«^»After the destruction of Tri'nagore by Morrolan, and the expulsion of the Jenoine bySethra Lavode and the Necromancer, well, it should come as no surprise to the
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reader that it became a different battle--if such a rout can, indeed, be called a battleat all. The fact is, history records few such one-sided contests as the latter stages ofthe Battle of Adrilankha.
When Sethra and the Necromancer returned, Sethra did not at once resumecommand, but, on the contrary, permitted her apprentice to continue for some timewhile she, that is to say, the Enchantress, made certain she understood the tacticalsituation.
The battle, at this time, was still continuing on three fronts: the bridges, LowerKieron Road, and the Old West Road. We trust the reader will permit us to quicklyinvestigate each of them.
To consider the last first, it was here that the efforts of Lord Brimford were mostsuccessful, for the simple and obvious reason that the Old West Road runs directlythrough heavy forests for much of its length after leaving the city. And it happened,moreover, with astonishing speed. As Brimford later expressed it, "I knewTri'nagore was dead a minute after it happened. Two minutes later the animals in thejungle knew. Ten minutes after that, the enemy knew."
The result was that, in addition to the Imperial Army, Kâna's forces had tocontend with bears, wolves, tiassa, and, above all, greensnakes--these latter beingnot, in fact, so dangerous as the others, but more than making up for this in the fearthey inspired. The Warlock remained in his position behind the headquarterspavilion, taking food nor drink, nor so much as opening his eyes; but GeneralBrawre, in command of Kâna's forces there, was constantly required to bring freshunits up as old units became demoralized even before facing the enemy. And ofcourse, the more demoralized his forces became, the more correspondinglyenspirited were the Imperial forces. By the third hour after noon, Brawre was beingpushed back, and in danger of being routed.
On Lower Kieron Road General Izak was, at least at first, having things more hisown way; indeed, he was having considerable success in driving the Imperial forcesbackward, although he had not broken them. The fighting around the new-built fortswas especially intense, as Sethra the Younger had decided this was as far back asshe wished to be pushed, and, as Izak was young and aggressive and had no mindto be stopped, the battle had reached a fevered pitch. This situation changedabruptly at around the third hour, however--that is to say, when the Jenoine was atlast banished. This change was marked by thunderclaps, flashes of light, and fires: inshort, all the indications that sorcery was working once more, and the Sorceress inGreen was wasting no time in using it.

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The bridges, we should say, were never in danger after the moment, referred toearlier, when Daro made her famous charge. There were simply too many defendersfor the attackers to break through on such a narrow path. When the additional forcesfrom the Northgate Road arrived, Taasra sent half of them down the long stairwaysto the harbor, where they took small boats across the mouth of the river to come upon the Islanders from behind.
It took over an hour for this maneuver to be completed, but when it was, theresults were nothing short of spectacular. In ten minutes, the battle had turnedaround, and by the fourth hour after noon the Islanders were utterly broken. Some ofthem escaped Adrilankha to the north or the east, and others managed to get back totheir boats (which, because of an oversight, had not been burned), but many wereforced to surrender, the condition of their release being negotiated between HerMajesty and the King of Elde over the subsequent weeks.

Of course, he hadno need of such a guard, as he, himself, was a prisoner, along with more than twothousand of his troops.

Sethra the Younger left a reasonable guard to march the prisoners back to the city(where they were all released over the next few weeks after taking an oath of loyaltyto the Orb and the Empire), after which she continued on to perform the same attackon Izak's corps. This was less successful, for the simple reason that, by the time shelaunched her attack, Izak was already retreating, with two cavalry regiments inpursuit.
By the fifth hour after noon, everything was, in effect, over. When Sethra theYounger returned, she bowed to the Enchantress, who returned her salute and said,"It looks as if matters are under control here."

Conclusion
How the Author, At Last,
Closes His History
«^In the sixth year of Zerika's Reign the Palace was deemed, if not finished, then atleast ready to occupy, and so Khaavren and Daro had their home to themselves oncemore. For some years Piro and Ibronka shared this home with them, but, in the longrun, the strain of living with Khaavren's grudging approval began to irritate Ibronka,and so she and Piro acquired an apartment in the city--an apartment which theycontinue to occupy, for which reason it would be indiscreet to reveal here its preciselocation; and discretion, while not the most stern duty of the historian, mustnevertheless be considered.
It was also the case that, every morning, Khaavren was required, instead of goingdown stairways and through corridors, to instead mount his horse and ridethree-quarters of an hour to the Palace in order to arrive at his post. More than this,there was always a delay, more or less prolonged, while he made arrangements forthe stabling of his horse in whatever was being used that day for temporary stables.Remembering the old Palace, where horses were not permitted to be stabled within acertain distance of the Imperial Wing, Khaavren did not see fit to complain of this.Another effect of Zerika's occupation of the Palace was that Khaavren no longer sawPel quite as often, as the Prime Minister believed he could do his work the better theless visible he was.
If the reader is confused about our reference to Her Majesty occupying thePalace in the sixth year of her reign, while the reader recalls very well the processionand celebration accompanying her entry into the Palace at the beginning of theeleventh year, we should observe that when Her Majesty officially announced thePalace as ready to occupy, she had already been unofficially conducting Imperialbusiness there for some years.
There is no reason to imagine that there is any truth to the stories of artisansworking on the Palace and messengers running errands there becoming lost amongconstruction and amid the constantly altered temporary passageways, so that theywere never found, wandering still to this day within closed-off sections. As we say,we have no reason to believe such tales, but the nature of the construction then
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occurring was certainly such as to give these stories a certain veracity.
Piro and Ibronka continued to see Khaavren and Daro socially, which was betterfor all concerned. In addition, they also saw Zerika, and Shant and Lewchin (thelatter two of whom eventually became more friendly with Khaavren, in spite of theDzurlord's innate stubbornness). Röaana and Ibronka were officially accepted intothe Society of the Porker Poker, though the Society never did actually meet as suchduring the remainder of Zerika's Reign. Zerika claimed it would begin meeting oncemore when she stepped down from the throne. There are rumors that it still gathersonce every decade; whether this is true we cannot say.
Morrolan's entertainments at Castle Black continued to be legendary, as did hissword, which became especially famous at the Wall of Barrit's Tomb years later.Sethra the Younger and the Sorceress in Green were often to be seen at these affairs,along with less savory characters, and the Enchantress of Dzur Mountain herself wasan occasional visitor, as was the Necromancer, who continued to live at DzurMountain, and, so far as we know, never returned to her own world.
Ritt joined the Imperial Guard, where, in the year eighty-five, he received apromotion to ensign, which post he continues to occupy at this writing.
Her Highness Sennya died in Adrilankha in the ninetieth year of Zerika's Reign. Itis known that Ibronka was at her deathbed, although we do not know of what theirlast conversation consisted; nor would we be inclined to divulge it if we did, becausethere are some matters that should, perhaps, remain beyond the scope of history.
To the reader who has, we hope, a certain sympathy for the brave Khaavren, andwishes to know how he lived out the remainder of his days, we cannot answer thisquestion, for the simple reason that, as we write these pages during the glorious reignof Her Majesty Norathar, he is still alive, and at his post, and, perhaps, making moreof the history we have endeavored to tell. While we do not anticipate continuing tochronicle his actions (at some point, after all, the historian must give way to thepurveyor of news even though these two categories of the reporting of facts areoften interchangeable and sometimes very nearly identical), we shall pretend to placea terminus on a road that continues to open before us.
Yet, the reader may wonder, as Pel did: Is Khaavren happy?
This question, in addition to being intrusive when considering a man who yetlives, breathes, and perhaps even reads these words, is more complex than it mayappear. The Khaavren we first met--that is, the bright, talkative enthusiast whoarrived one day at a hostel in the village of Newmarket--is dead. He died once whenbetrayed by Illista, again when His Majesty Tortaalik was killed, yet again when hebecame estranged from his son, and again at the death of Tazendra and Aerich, whowere, in essence, a part of him.
Yet there is a man who wears his boots (and his sword), and who speaks with hismouth, and feels with his heart. This man is, as far as we can know, happy in thecontinued affection of his son, and the love of his wife, and the performance of hisduty--that is, the continued feeling of being useful in a cause in which one fervently
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believes. Is this happiness? Insofar as the duties of an historian require an answer tothis question, permit us to suggest that it will do.
While we know, then, how Khaavren lives, it is less certain with regard to he forwhom this history is named, that is, the Viscount of Adrilankha.
There are stories, here and there, of occasional appearances by the Blue Fox.These take the forms of popular songs, folktales, rumors, and poorly establishedreports to local constabularies. In these stories he is most often found rescuing anoble but helpless widow, orphan, or Teckla. It is possible that these stories havesome substance in truth, but then, the author is certain that these stories would occurwhether or not this dashing and romantic figure ever donned his azure cloakagain--he had become a legend, which removes him from the realm of history, andthus from the concerns of this author, whose only concern with legend must be tothe extent that the belief in these legends has an influence on the actual course ofhistory.
And yet, it must be admitted that such an influence can be considerable. Whenman acts upon a belief, the truth or spuriousness of the belief does not alter theaction that has been taken, and the actions of men are based upon beliefs, whetherthe prosaic and obvious belief that, perhaps, one is more efficient after a night's rest,or the more daring and intriguing belief that one can convince another to take aparticular action by reasoned argument, or the courageous and idealistic belief thatone knows how to make the world a better place. It is always man's ideas whichdrive his actions. This has, at times, resulted in great evil; but as we look around us,we cannot doubt that it has resulted in greater good.
History and legend, as well as the individual's own experience (of which theknowledge of history and the sensibility of legend are a part), help to form the beliefsthat determine action, and here is where the telling of history finds its intent. In givingthe reader an understanding of even a small part of the truth, and thus helping him tounderstand his world, and perhaps even helping him to understand something of theconsequences of choice, we have, to paraphrase Master Hunter, made a contributionto keeping at bay the evils of despair that follow from a false vision of inevitability.
Seeing our own rôle, then, as the introduction of comprehension and hue wherethere was confusion and sallowness, we hope, as we conclude as best we can thehistory of our friends, that the reader may take away from this journey somethingthat will help him to follow--or create--his own path through the myriad of choicesand actions that, together, form the complex tapestry that we call history, or life.

ENCOUNTERS WITH PAARFI AND THE GODS
A Series of Biographical Vignettes
Incorporating a Mythographic Account
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that May, Through Juxtaposition,
Prove Informative
By Ivan Sekély, Witch-Antiquary of the NorthThis is not a preface, and ought not be used as one, though it should be admittedthat no actual harm will be done thereby; the fish does not care if is served beforethe cheese, though the diner may, if he is mindful of the ginger.
Doubtless many, if not most, of you are wondering who on earth is this individualchosen to grace (if that is the proper word) the concluding volume of this series,why he among all the living was chosen, and what ought to be expected. To answerthese questions in reverse order:
I have not the faintest idea.
I was requested to perform the service by Paarfi of Roundwood himself, withwhom, as the persistent will discover, I have a long and rather varied acquaintance.
My formal office is generally held to be mythographic, sometimes mythopoeic,and occasionally literary; in general, I might be described as one who dwells in theupper attics of the House of the Athyra, in the hope that the other bats will teach himto fly.
When I first encountered Paarfi of Roundwood, it was in the distant town ofCenotaph. This place draws its name from an ancient monument to what wasprobably a battle, though the sources disagree. I was present to researchrepresentations of Ordwynac on ceremonial lanterns, when I discovered that Paarfiwould be visiting to meet his reading public; I took one of his books and went to thedealer's stall where the event was to take place.
As I arrived, however, Paarfi was gathering to depart in what seemed a greathurry, to the confusion of other waiting book-buyers and against the background ofsome kind of commotion at the nearby inn. I held the book out as he passed, andreminded him of a meeting some years earlier at the University, whereupon he smiledsomewhat tensely, scribbled a message on the flyleaf, and was gone in the nextmoment.
After allowing the ink time to dry, I read:
Three Aces of Swords
is at least one too many to be caught holding.
Yours in haste, P.The reader, whose attentiveness we must always presume, will have noticed that Ihave used the phrase, "the first time I met Paarfi," yet spoke of a prior meeting.Understand that my use thereof does not indicate our absolutely initial encounter, butour first meeting under a particular circumstance of time and place, or condition ofthe man himself. I have seen objections, in the voluminous academic criticism of hisrecent work, to multiple iterations of, let us say, "Khaavren crossed such and such ariver," as if it were the same river each time, which any mythographer can tell you isa patent impossibility. I would not fill your time and precious memory with repeated
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occasions of identical meetings; the first time scholars agree that the bean soup at theUniversity refectory bears small sign of beans, and less of soup, being much like thefiftieth such.

When I first met Paarfi of Roundwood, we were both at the University, I as a visitingscholar-without-portfolio, he still as an undergraduate. Precociously as usual, he hadattained that state of aggrieved anomie that, while it attends only a few of the studentpopulation, is a grave affliction to that number.
"Have you noticed," he said, over hot klava and a cold pear pie, "a particularcondition amongst the distinguished graduates of this academy?"
"I can think of several such."
"It is only one I have under consideration."
"Well," said I, "discarding such minor matters as wearing the University colors orcarrying a sword marked with the sigil of the University combat team--"
"Particularly among those who were not members thereof."
"--yes, particularly so--there is the frequency with which they are found at theInn of the Phoenix and Infant, or as it is known so well locally, the Roast andRugrat."
"A fact indeed, which marks you as an astute observer of your surroundings. Butnot the one I think upon."
"Perhaps, then, it is the habit, which is fairly universal these days, of dressing asvery old men while at lecture, regardless of actual age or sex."
"We are glad to be reminded of this affectation," said Paarfi with approval, andan early appearance of his. "You will agree, I venture to say, and understand that Iam not diverging from your subject, that men and women are more alike than theyare different, and in this I do not refer to my immediately prior observation."
"Well. And well."
"Then, young scholar, if we are to make of this a drinking game, we shall both beinsensible long before a victory is determined, and while this might be pleasurable inthe short term, it might also prove expensive, given what I have observed to be yourtastes and despite my volume. So, as the huckleberries are in season, as it were,allow me then to purchase you a drink, and we shall nigh instantly be at the object ofour duello."
"Well," Paarfi then said, acknowledging that no disingenuity was intended byordering a good but modest wine, rather than the sweet essential which I hadotherwise imagined would be his gift to us both.
Once we were served, he continued, "As you know the way to a student's heart, Ishall call it first blood and concession. My predicate, then, is that these emeriti are all
still here, excepting only those misfortunate or careless enough to be dead. Now,sir, what other institution is so retentive of its output? Healers go off to their
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practices, soldiers join a company, or likely several in series, even the Court seessome rotation, with the Cycle if not more hastily and violently. To take it toextremes, even the village midden gives up fertilizer to the general, and the occasionalpiece of furniture and oddment to the more, or shall we say less, particular. Onlyhere is Time caught in an impasse."
"It must be said that no other such institution has the eminence and respect ofthis one."
"Well; and yet, ought this not encourage some diffusion, knowing that one'stalents would only shine the brighter, away from so much brilliance?"
"Perhaps if we may venture so far--"
"'We'?"
"Yes, esteemed scholar, you and I as well."
"Ah. Well. Proceed."
"Let us syllogize then, I pretend that they are here to be in one another'scompany. You pretend that they are here not to be in the company of others. Theypretend they are here because they have chosen not to be someplace else. Is thisgood?"
"This is good," Paarfi said, and simultaneously raised his glass, and as he knewthat I knew that he knew, all was well.

Now, I ought speak of my ancillary purpose today, which is to recount a tale of thegods that may, let us hope, have some relevance to the principal matter of Paarfi ofRoundwood His Life Work and Character, as the letter I have received from hispublishing house defines it and them.
It will be understood by the manuscript-fatigued mythologian, but perhapsrequires amplification for those who have spent more time in other galleries of thegreat Library of the World, that attributions in tales of the gods are problematic, andin some few instances wildly divisive, as the healers of any center of learning willattest. When, in the course of the tale, it is said that "Verra said such," or "Barlenplayed thus," I describe an action definite to the story, but only my interpretation,arrived at through research and comparative study, of which of the gods indeedperformed it. It might seem absurd, not to say blasphemous, to suggest that themythographer cannot distinguish Verra from Moranthë, leave aside Barlen fromOrdwynac; yet this is, as many examples affirm, entirely the case.
As an illustration familiar to the general, Arriskalo's Kéarena and Kelchor Walkthe Streets of Dragaera by Night in Search of the True Steel has been, there can beno possible doubt, derived from the same ur-text as e'Zisya's Trout and Tri'nagoreWander Dragaera by Night in Pursuit of a Decent Cup of Klava, so much so thatitinerant theatrical troupes routinely maintain one scenario for both, ascertainingthrough the casual enquiries of an advance-man which story the next town mostfavors, and cutting the cloth to suit.
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When I first met Paarfi of Roundwood, he was attempting to teach a colorfullyplumed Eastern bird to recite an equally colorful phrase, and simultaneously to holdthe attention of a handsome young woman, who was also dressed in bright colors,though with fewer feathers involved. Which action had his primary attention I couldnot tell, though the woman, of course, already knew how to speak.
There is a small but vocal group of theologians that maintains it to be a rankimpossibility (small but vocal groups of theologians not being given to denouncingthe merely improbable) that the gods should play games of chance. The largeraudience, however, and a vast number of stories of "the gods at play," hold anopposite view; indeed, most people insist that the gods gamble, and would, at leastin terms of their representation in stories such as Paarfi's, think less of them if theydid not.
In this matter, I can do no better than to quote from the aforementioned Troutand Tri'nagore Wander Dragaera by Night:
Tri'nagore turned an orb over in his fingers. Though he and his companion stillwore human form, there was a clicking as the coin revolved, as if it scraped againstscales.
"They may exchange these for food, clothing, a safe or at least somewhatcomfortable place to sleep, the services of a healer, or a temporary companion."
"So they do," said Trout.
"Yet you must admit that for food and shelter we have no requirement. Of healingI will not speak, and our lovers must be otherwise attracted."
"It would be absurd to disagree."
"So why, then, do we play at hazard in just such a fashion as they do, when ourhazards are of such a different character?"
Now, most of the world must know how Trout replied. For those who may beyoung, or provincial, I shall return to the point in good time, be assured. But for nowlet us resume our former narrative.
Two words must now be said concerning the games the gods play. It will berecalled that they hold converse on the meaning and purpose of such activities, andindeed what are gods, whose actions are meaning, are purpose, to do other than sodiscuss? Whether these interchanges reach the level of argument (that is to say, in thecommon sense of acute disagreement, not the scholar's sense of brooking nodisagreement) is a matter of mythopoeic interpretation, as some writers will have thedeities quarreling almost incessantly, while others have them differ only to showmany sides of a single thought.
But for all this, Tri'nagore's observation is true: while the idea of risk is by nomeans unknown to the gods--Adron's Disaster, we may assume, was accounted amischance--they do not wager in terms of the price of dinner or even the price ofblood. Honor, however, is a concept they know, and how many times have we heard
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such mortal declarations as, "On this I stake my sacred honor," followed by asequence of statements that, in the gambler's argot, hedge the bet?
And, too, the gods have a concept of place and prominence, and if they are neverwrong, then still one may be more right than another (the reader is referred to the oldCourt entertainment Wishes in Their Season for a most entertaining illustrationthereof).

When I first met Paarfi of Roundwood, he was at work on a retelling of the Easternlegend of the Fenarian gulyás--nosferati, whose immunity to the hostile effects ofgarlic lends them a distinctly tragic grandeur. This work would have occupiedseveral volumes of text and at least two more detailing the recipes sampled by thecharacters during their long quest. We discussed this; over our dinner (a quiet affairof some few courses--fried pork and cabbage rolls, a fish stew, a small duck, coldsoup of wild cherries; the rest escape my recall), and, to my everlasting regret, Isuggested that perhaps the searching out of these dishes was more Paarfi'smotivation than the ancient tale of the hungry undead. Paarfi replied that suchthoughts had occurred to him as well, as might be indicated by his proposed title forthe work, Blood and Paprika.
My regrets are due to the fact that this work seems to have been set aside, if notabandoned, and while I would for nothing be without the books we have and havepromised, still the selfish promise of assisting in the historical research seems a lostthing, and all the more romantic therefore.
I could go on, but as the pressmen have been advised that The Viscount ofAdrilankha is to be published in three volumes, so I am instructed that it is not tobecome four.

And now, worthy patrons, to our story. It is one genetically known tomythographers as The Gods Play at Eidolons, and it is unusual in that it involves theentire pantheon, and shows them playing not the common games of Orbs or Bones,but a variant on the contest of symbols known in our gambling houses asSeven-Clawed Jhereg.
As the play begins, the gods settle themselves into their circle within the Halls ofJudgment--this step is always mentioned, sometimes with considerable detail of thetaking of positions--and each deity receives a secret allocation of twoeidolons--images of a particular type and value. Most often the types match thosefound in the gaming cards of this world--Swords, Orbs, Dzurs, Maidens, andsuchlike. Other times they are exotic: Storms, Wounds, Songs. In a few tales thesymbolism is obscured from us, though it may somewhat weaken the story to haveVerra, let us say, holding the Threes of the Nameless, the Endless, and the Timeless.
It is often asked how the gods, who are given to know all things, at least in theimmediate present and the majority of the past, can not know what eidolons theircompanions have drawn forth. Some maintain that the gods, as part of the system of
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balance that must exist among such powers, can keep secrets from one another;another view, much favored by the common population, is that the gods could knowif they so wished, but they politely do not ask.
When the players pronounce themselves satisfied with the distribution of theeidolons--and in this no one questions that it is not an issue of possible error butsolely of courteous assent--they examine their secret holdings, and decide whetheror not to enter a wager and join the play, or withdraw.
In the instance to hand, Barlen found himself with the Ace and Seven of Swords.He decided that the strong card and suitedness were worth the risk, and entered hiswager.
Verra saw the King and Heir of Orbs, a very strong draw. She no doubt debatedwhether to match Barlen's wager or advance upon it; seeing the number of playersyet to speak, she only matched.
Moranthë saw the Three of Orbs and Heir of Cups, and quietly withdrew.
Kéarana saw the Eight of Orbs and Heir of Dzurs, and, after a long moment ofhesitation, likewise left the play.
Ordwynac held the Four of Cups and Five of Swords. He entered his matchingwager as if the process bored him.
Nyssa held the Six and Eight of Cups, and matched.
Kelchor saw the Nine of Orbs and King of Dzurs, and remained.
Trout held the Eight of Dzurs and Heir of Swords, and being a wise god departedthe hand.
Tri'nagore held the Two of Swords and Ten of Cups, and stayed.
In the next phase of play, three more eidolons appear before all the assembly(those who have abandoned play generally still watch, and often comment sharply).These new images are the common property of all, because, as will surely beapparent on reflection, while each deity has his or her own aspect and power, thegreater substance of the Universe is held in common among them. These threeadditions are known as "the Fall," in token of the great shift from the prior world ofgods and their dreams alone, to the establishment of the mortal, material plane.
Our Fall was the Seven of Orbs, Seven again of Cups, and Three of Dzurs.
Barlen now had three Sevens, and wagered again.
Verra saw three Orbs, but no real improvement, and of course the prospect ofthe remaining two eidolons being suited was small. She withdrew.
Ordwynac needed a Six to make a straight. He wagered and advanced.
Nyssa matched this wager, for what reasons we cannot guess.
Kelchor and then Tri'nagore saw no prospects and dropped out.
Now another jointly held eidolon is added, this one known as "The Four Ways,"both because it is the fourth such symbol and representing the paths of the compass,
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the winds, even a mundane crossroad. In our case, this was the Five of Cups.
Barlen still held his three Sevens, and wagered once more.
Ordwynac now had two pairs, though one was in common (and that the higher invalue). Perhaps only from his oft-remarked inertia, he matched wagers.
Nyssa now had four cards in line for a straight, and a straight flush as well. Sometell this story with a touch of precognition on her part, though no gambler would sodescend. She raised the wager. The others matched.
Finally one last joint eidolon is shown, this one known as "The River of Dreams."(In certain mortal games, I have heard it called "The Paths of the Dead," but this jesthas not yet entered the mythic literature.) All those who remain in competition afterthe wagering then select five eidolons from the seven available to them, in an attemptto create the most powerful combination.
In our instance, the Four of Orbs appeared.
Now, anyone who held a Six would have a straight. Barlen still held only his threeSevens. He gave what we might call (in mythographic terms) a sigh, and withdrew.
Ordwynac had the choice of three pairs, but of course could choose only two,and another high card, for his final pattern. He wagered and advanced.
The non-gambler may wonder at this, and even the amateur player might ask howdeities could hope to bluff one another into withdrawing with superior holdings. Thesimple answer (and there are complex ones) is the same as that of the wager at all:while one does not wish to walk away, one also does not wish to lose more greatlythan necessary, particularly when the option to walk away was there.
Nyssa matched the wager.
Ordwynac said, "Show."
Nyssa's nothingness rippled faintly. "Your pardon?" she said, but revealed herstraight.
"Well," Ordwynac said. "And they say I am a gambler."

When I first encountered Paarfi of Roundwood, he had just gone through adistressful round with his former publishers and suffered the storms of academiccriticism (though, as has been observed, it was a storm that brought down a greatmany trees no one heard fall), and I asked him, over a dish of "outlaw's soup" and aspectacular Soproni wine, why he had chosen the (then) rare and difficult task ofrecasting history in this particular narrative fashion, given its uncertain prospects,footloose manner of life, and highly variable reputation.
He answered me as the wise Trout answered Tri'nagore: "Because it is the onlygame in town."
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
